40 CFR 403.3(v)
Subject to federal categorical Pretreatment standards

Contributes 25,000 gpd or more of process wastewater

Contributes 5% or more of the organic or hydraulic
capacity of the POTW

Reasonable potential for adversely affecting the POTW
or for violating any Pretreatment standard or
requirement.
